Loudoun Volunteer Caregivers, urgent week day transportation service. Same Day/Next Day transportation is a new LVC initiative developed through a partnership with the 2007 Leadership Loudoun Transportation Exploration Team to fill a critical gap in the urgent medical transportation needs of Loudoun County; the Red Cross has recently closed their transportation service. A high fever would qualify for transportation; a six month check up would not. They are always in need of drivers and some businesses have offered drivers for half a day. They do not go out of the county and they are asking for gas gift card donations. To receive services a person must be a registered LVC care receiver not able to use public transport that has been assessed by LVC. They will receive door to door service with escort to their appointment if needed. LVC volunteer drivers use their own vehicles and they are not equipped with wheelchair lifts.
Appointments should be between 10am to 2pm for Same Day service and 9am to 2pm for Next day Service.
